Sullivan South Band Boosters

Band Booster Association

Membership in the Band Booster Association (BBA) is included in your band fees. The
BBA was formed to support both moral and financial development of the band program
at Sullivan South High School. Upon payment of band fees, active members have all the
rights and privileges with voice and vote in the affairs of the association.

Active membership is also open to persons interested in supporting the band. Dues will
be collected in the amount of ten dollars ($10) and must be received by the treasurer no
later than November 1 of the current school year.

Dues may be dropped in the red lockbox in the band room or mailed to:

There will be a minimum of six general booster meetings each school year. Meeting dates
and times will be posted on the band's web site and the Communications Committee will
send reminders via email and telephone calls.

We hope that each family will take the opportunity to attend these meetings. They will
help keep you informed and involved in your band program.

The Executive Board meets prior to the General Band Booster meeting. If you have any
questions or concerns that you would like the Board to address please contact a Board
member a minimum of one week prior to the scheduled meeting time.

It takes all of us - the band director, band members, parents, and other booster
members - to have a successful band program. WE NEED YOUR HELP!!!!
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Summer Band Practice & Camp

Summer Band Practice

It is important for students to attend summer band practice. This is the time when
students will learn their music for the 4th of July parade and their field show. Color
Guard, Percussion, and other sections may schedule additional practice times other than
the scheduled band camps. These practices will be assigned at the discretion of the
individual section instructors. Please refer to the band website and talk to your child
about additional practices they may be required to attend throughout the summer.

Summer Band Camp

Band Camp is required for all students. During this time students will learn the field show
to be presented to the public at the first ballgame. Instructors work with each group to
help perfect not only their music but also their marching techniques.

Students should wear old comfortable clothes, tennis shoes, and a hat. They should bring:
a strong sunscreen, a small notepad, a 3-ring binder with sheet protectors and a pencil or
pen to write down field positions, and their lunch.

It is important that medical forms be completed and returned prior to band camp.
If your child is on any medications that need to be administered during band camp you
must provide written instructions on times and dosage and the medicine must be in the
original container.

During band camp, students will be measured for their band uniform. This will allow
time for any needed alterations so that everything will be ready for marching season.

Group and individual photographs will be taken of the students while in uniform. These
pictures will be published in the school annual and the Rebel Book, which is sold at home
football games. We will also be making badges which will be available for you to
purchase and wear proudly at all band events.

Uniforms

All Performances

Students must remember while in uniform they are representatives of their school. Band
members will remain in uniform at all times unless otherwise instructed by the band
director. No jewelry is to be worn with the uniform. Any visible tattoos must be
covered with a band-aid while in uniform. Hair must be pulled up off the collar and
if wearing a hat, all hair is to be contained within the hat. All Nail polish must be
removed before arriving in the Band Room.




Parade Uniform

Parade uniform will be worn by all band and color guard members. Parade uniform
consists of dark denim shorts or khaki shorts as dictated by the band director, band theme
T-shirt or other activity T-shirt (i.e. FunFest), white socks and white tennis shoes. Shorts
should meet school dress code guidelines. T-shirt must be tucked into shorts.

Parade uniform may also be worn at other events such as, Meet the Rebels, the Jamboree,
and at the first few football games because of the warm weather. This decision is at the
discretion of the band director and will be announced prior to the event.

Marching Uniform

The band uniform, black socks, black marching shoes, black gloves and band hat will be
worn for all football games and competitions unless otherwise announced by the band
director. The theme T-shirt will be worn under the uniform.

Color Guard Uniform

The color guard uniform will vary from year to year depending on the field show.

Color guard members will supply some portion of their uniform depending on what is
needed for the field show. Band Boosters will pay for 1/2 of the uniform cost up to $100
per student. At the end of the season the band director may offer the entire collection of
uniforms for sale as a group to another guard unit. If the uniforms are not sold guard
member will be given the opportunity to purchase their uniform. Wind suits will also be
worn by guard members at times specified by the band director. The theme t-shirt will be
worn under the wind suits.

Drum Major Uniform

The drum major uniform will be a collaboration of the drum major and the band director.
Band Boosters will pay $150 toward the purchase of the uniform; any additional expense
will be the responsibility of the drum major. The uniform will become the property of
the drum major at the end of the season.

Concert Attire

The Concert Band uniform will consist of black slacks and a white shirt. Female
members may opt for a black skirt instead of slacks. The skirt length, blouse neckline,
etc. must meet school dress code guidelines. Males will wear sports coat and tie or a suit
and tie (no collarless shirts). All students should wear dark dress shoes (no tennis shoes
or boots).

Performances
Parades

Students are responsible for their own transportation to the designated meeting point for
parades. Unless indicated otherwise by the band director, students will be responsible for



transporting their own instruments. Exact locations and times will be posted on the
website and communicated at practices.

4th of July Parade

South Band participates in this parade every year. The students wear dark denim shorts,
white socks, white tennis shoes, and their band T-shirt. It is the first time many of the
students march in a parade and it is an introduction to appearing in front of a crowd.

Fun Fest Parade

This is the only opportunity the students have to march shoulder to shoulder with students
from other schools. The students wear dark denim shorts, white socks, white tennis
shoes, and a Fun Fest Parade T-Shirt. The Fun Fest Parade T-shirt is provided to the
students by the parade sponsor. The parade is the first Friday of Fun Fest and requires
scheduled practices before the parade.

Christmas Parade

This parade is usually the Saturday before Thanksgiving. Band uniforms are worn at this
parade, including black socks and marching shoes. Students are responsible for picking
up their uniform and returning it to the Uniform Room after the parade.

Football Games

Sullivan South Band marching students are required to attend all ballgames unless an
excused absence is given by the band director. The band director will inform the students
what time to be at the school for each game.

Students are to pick up and return their uniform to the Uniform Room. Uniforms are not
to be left in the Bandroom, bathroom or halls. The uniform should be hung properly on
the hanger before returning it to the Uniform Room. Once in uniform, the students are
not to leave the band area.

Students should allow adequate time to retrieve their uniform from the Uniform Room
and be dressed and be in their chairs at the designated time and ready for warm up
exercises. Chaperones and uniform workers will be on hand to assist students. Any last
minute instructions will be given out by the band director.

At home ballgames, the students will march in formation to the stadium. For away
ballgames, they will immediately board the bus. It is the student’s responsibility to see
that their instrument is loaded and unloaded from the equipment trailer and they have all
the necessary items to perform.

Instruments are not played during the march to the stadium, on the buses, or any other
place in public unless performing with the band.



Meet the Rebels

Meet the Rebels is usually held on a Monday evening the first full week of school. All
students involved in sports and band are introduced on the field. Parade uniform will be
worn for this event.

Band Competitions

It is required that students participate in the band competitions. The competitions are
usually held on Saturdays in late September or October. Parents, relatives and friends
are urged to attend as many competitions as possible to support the band.

All students are required to ride the bus to the competitions no matter how close or far
away the competition might be. A stressed out band student is a hazard on the highways
to themselves and others. Prior arrangements must be made with the band director if the
student will not be returning to school on the bus. It is also the student's responsibility to
inform their bus captain and chaperons.

Pep Band for Basketball Season

The band always has a pep band for basketball season. The Pep Band does not try to play
at all home ballgames. Basketball Games at South start in December and go thru
February. The band will be evenly divided up into two halves and will be assigned two
(2) basketball games that they are expected to attend with the band. Students who wish
may attend all pep band games. If the team makes the playoffs we may be asked to
perform extra games.

Spring Competitions/Festivals

Sullivan South Band may participate in concert competitions and band festivals similar to
the marching competitions in the fall.

This usually occurs the last weekend in April. Students will travel by school bus to the
Festival and overnight accommodations may be necessary depending on the location.

Individual Competitions and Opportunities

Students are encouraged to try out for various competitions, clinics and bands through out
the year. It is an honor to be accepted and a great learning opportunity for students that
are accepted.

Governor’s School of the Fine Arts
This program is open to upcoming Juniors or Seniors. Applications and program
requirements for the Tennessee Governor’s School for the Fine Arts are available at



http://www.mtsu.edu/~gschool/. This five-week program is held at Middle Tennessee
State University (MTSU) in the summer. Deadline for submitting your application for
the 2008 program is November 1, 2007. Auditions will be held in January at MTSU. All
expenses and transportation are the responsibility of the student.

All State East, All State, All State East Jazz, All State Jazz

Tryouts are open to Sophomores, Juniors and Seniors. Tryouts for All State East are held
in Knoxville, on a Saturday in early January. Students are judged on a prepared piece,
sight reading and scales. The top students from East Tennessee will be chosen and then
attend a clinic in Gatlinburg usually the first weekend in February. There are four bands
at All State East: White, Green, Red, and Blue. Entry fees will be paid by the Band
Boosters but transportation to the tryouts in Knoxville is the responsibility of the
students. Band Boosters will help students with meal purchases by providing $10 to each
student participating in All State East, All State, All State East Jazz and All State Jazz.

Transportation to All State East in Gatlinburg will be coordinated by the Chaperone
Chairperson. The Band Boosters will help defer costs of hotel by paying $100/night per
room with four students per room.

Transportation to All State in Nashville will be the responsibility of the student. The
Band Boosters will help defer costs of hotel by paying $100/night per room with four
students per room.

Any exceptions to the above must be approved by the Band Boosters Executive Board.

Honors Band

Participation in honor bands is upon the recommendation of the band director and
acceptance by the sponsor. Expenses and transportation are the responsibility of the
student. Entry fees will be paid by Band Boosters except Solo and Ensemble which will
be the responsibility of the student.

Junior Clinic

Open to high school Freshmen and middle school 7" and 8" graders.

Students are judged on a prepared piece, sight-reading, and scales. Tryouts are usually
sometime in January. The clinic is usually held the second weekend in February. Students
that are chosen will participate in a two-day clinic with a guest director and then perform
a concert on Saturday night. Transportation is the responsibility of the student.

All County Band

All County Band is made up of band members of all four grades from all county high
schools. Interested students will receive a prepared piece which will be played at tryout.
Students will also be required to demonstrate knowledge of their scales and sight- reading
abilities. Students that are chosen will participate in a two-day clinic with a guest
director and then perform a concert on Saturday night. Tryouts are usually held in
November, with the clinic in early December at an area county high school.
Transportation is the responsibility of the student.

Winter Guard/Winter Drum Line

Students are encouraged to try out for these elite groups. Practices and competitions are
after school and on weekends. Entry fees and instructor fees are provided by the Band
Booster Association; however, uniforms are the responsibility of the students. Students
making a commitment to be in Winter Guard/Winter Drum Line are required to attend all
practices and competitions.

Ensembles and Choirs

Ensembles and Instrumental Choirs are dependent on interest of the students on the
needed instruments. Because of this, the ensembles and choirs we have will change from
year to year. Tryouts are required for these groups and practices will be outside of the
classroom. Students making commitments to one of these groups are required to attend
all practices and performances.

Spring Concert and Banquet

These usually take place the week before final exams. Spring Banquet is a covered dish
dinner for the students and their families. It is a time to relax and relive the past year. On
this night the students are recognized and rewarded for their hard work.

Spring Concert is the last concert for the students. Eighth graders from Colonial Heights
Middle and Sullivan Middle are invited to join our concert band for their performance in
the Little Theater. It gives the Sullivan South Band a time to show their concert abilities
and gives the middle school band members a time to meet our students and to be
introduced to our band program. There is a reception afterwards where parents may get
acquainted. Board members are available to answer any questions on summer schedules.
There are usually sign up sheets available for summer fund raising events.

Graduation Night

Band members not graduating are required to perform. Attendance and performance at
graduation is the final exam grade for concert band. The students are expected to wear
concert attire.

Rules and Guidelines

Rules for all Marching and Color Guard Students

1. Students are expected to return on the bus unless the band director has given
permission before departure. Parents may sign out their child after the football



game. The parent and only the parent must sign out their child with the band
director before an early departure.
2 Students are expected to pick up and return uniforms to the uniform room before
and after each game or competition unless prior permission has been given to
handle differently.
There will be no food and/or drinks allowed in the band section of the stadium.
4. Home Ballgames ¢ There will be no band student allowed outside the fenced
stadium area. Inside the stadium, if going to the concession or restroom, band
students must always stay in a group, or be escorted by a chaperon. Band
members must sit in the section taped off. Only band members and chaperones
are allowed in this section.
Away Ballgames ¢ There will be no band student allowed outside the stadium
area. If going to the restroom, band students must always have a chaperon with
them. Band members must sit in the section taped off. Only band members and
chaperons are allowed in this section.

w

5 All students are responsible for loading and unloading his or her instrument on/off
the equipment trailer.

6. Students may listen to music or play video games, but must use headphones.
Students are allowed to talk and sing as long as they do not disturb the bus driver.

7. There will be no more than two per seat, no sitting on the armrest and no knees in
seat. On long competition trips, there will be no sharing of pillows or blanket.

8. Students cannot switch which bus they are riding on after sign up time.

9. Students are to pick up after themselves when on the buses and in the stands.

10.  Students are expected to obey the written Sullivan County School Board Rules
and Regulations at all times.

11.  Students are to show respect to parents chaperoning and working with the
uniforms at all times.

12. No sitting with opposite sex on the buses after dark.

Medical Forms

Medical forms are required of all members of Sullivan South Band. They must be
on file before the student will be allowed to participate in any event. These are
confidential and are for insurance purposes. If your child becomes injured or ill,
either on a trip or at school, and you cannot be reached, your child cannot receive
immediate medical attention unless this form has been completed. This is for the
safety and protection of your child!

Chaperones

All chaperons are required to have chaperon training prior to chaperoning of any event.
The number of chaperons necessary for each game will depend on the number of band
students and the availability of seating on the buses. Chaperons chosen for the
competition trips will be more experienced chaperons. The chaperons for overnight trips
are chosen from the list of parents who have worked the highest number of hours for the
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Band Booster Association and have gotten to know the students during practices games
and competitions and are comfortable around them. These will be intense trips with
twenty-four hours of responsibility. However, it is a rewarding and fulfilling experience
for those offered the opportunity.

Guidelines for Chaperones

1. Chaperons are responsible for encouraging students to follow rules for all
band/guard, students and reporting any infractions to the band director.
2. Chaperons will ensure that students: sign on a sign up sheet as they board the bus

for departure from South. Head count will be done before departure. Upon
returning to South, name callout will be done before departure; a head count will
also be done.

3. Chaperons are responsible for making sure first aid kits and medical forms are
with them on each bus. The chaperons from bus one takes the medical forms and
one first aid Kit to the stadium or competition. Only one (1) medical book and
first aid kit needed for home games.

4. Chaperons are to check the buses for any damage before it is loaded and again
upon return to Sullivan South.

5. Chaperons will double check and remove any items left on the buses to the band
room before the buses depart.

6. Chaperons are to sit with the band in the designated area.

7. Chaperons are to make sure only band members are sitting in the designated area
for the band, unless the band director makes an exception.

8. During hot weather, chaperons should make sure water cooler is available for
band students. Students can have water in the band area.

9. After the band performs at ballgames, chaperons will go to the concession and

bathroom areas to try and head off any problems that might occur.

10.  Chaperons are asked not to buy food until the students do. It is not fair to eat in
front of the students when they cannot have anything to eat. Please do not bring
younger siblings with you when you are a chaperon.

11.  Chaperones are not to smoke, use foul language, or participate in any other
activity that might be a negative influence on the students.

12. Illegal drugs and alcohol (or the effects of these substances) will not be tolerated
in or around the band.

13. Provocative clothing should not be worn by a chaperone.

Chaperone Selection Guidelines

Introduction

The chaperone chairperson generally has the responsibility of selecting chaperones and
they are given some flexibility in using their good judgment in fulfilling their obligations.
These guidelines are given for the benefit of the chaperone chairperson in fulfilling their
duties in a fair and consistent manner and for general communication to the SSHS Band
Booster organization regarding the processes that are normally used.

General

Chaperones are generally selected from band booster parents/guardians who have a
student participating in the event, completed chaperone training for the current year,
signed the chaperone training log, and indicated that they are available and interested in
working.

Chaperones are selected based on number of chaperones needed, mix of male/female
chaperones needed, mix of band/guard chaperones needed, and level of experience in
chaperoning.

In general, a ratio of about 1 chaperone per 8 students is desirable. Some events may call
for more chaperones while others may call for slightly less. Past history, opportunities
for mixing with the public, availability of chaperones also working in other assignments
(such as "Equipment™ or "Uniforms"), etc. are all considered when determining the
number of chaperones to select.

The chaperone chair person or co-chairs normally attend all events since they are
responsible for the function. Likewise, the band booster president may attend all events
as a chaperone. If either the band booster president or chaperone chair(s) can not attend
or do not wish to attend, they may designate another band booster to assume their normal
duties in this regard.

Home Games

Chaperones for home games are selected primarily with regard to experience level,
attempting to use experienced chaperones while allowing inexperienced chaperones to
gain experience. The more times a person is signed up as "available to work", the better
their chances of getting called to work.

Away games and Competitions

Selection of chaperones for away games and competitions generally follow the guidelines
given above. However, in addition, preference is given to "senior" parents who want to
work since these are special, "last” events for students/parents. Also, chaperones
generally need to work at least one home game before working an "away" event.

One Overnight Trip during the School Year
If there is one over-night trip for full band planned during the upcoming school year, the
chaperones are selected as follows:

0 Band boosters are requested to submit their names as interested and available to
work.

o0 Training is verified and the names remain on the list if training has been done or
can be done before the trip.
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0 The list of interested band boosters is reviewed by the executive board to
ascertain whether or not the students are sufficiently familiar with and
comfortable with the person requesting a chaperone assignment.

0 Assignments are made starting down the list from the student with the most
number of hours worked to the least, but normally going no lower than 100 hours
of work per student. The mix of male/female chaperones needed is taken into
consideration along with hours worked when determining whether or not to make
a tentative assignment. If both parents wish to go on the trip, the hours can be
split and reviewed separately for each parent. If hours are similar, preference may
be given to the parent/guardian of a senior band member.

0 A list of selected chaperones and alternates is prepared and submitted to the band
director for approval. If not approved, the list is reworked until acceptable.

o0 Once approved, the chaperone chair will then contact each person with an offer to
chaperone.

o Ifan appropriate number of chaperones can not be obtained using this method,
then the chaperone chairperson, in consultation with the band director and
President, has the responsibility to secure chaperones using whatever process they
deem necessary.

Two or More Overnight Trips during the School Year
In general, the guidelines given in the section above also apply to two or more overnight
trips, but there are additional steps to consider.

If there are two or more over-night trips scheduled within a year and thus known at the
time of selection of chaperones for the first event, band boosters will be asked to submit
their names if interested in either trip. They will be asked to indicate whether interested
in one trip or both trips and which would be their first priority.

After the first trip, the number of hours worked by the chaperone with the lowest number
of hours going on the trip will be subtracted from the hours for each other chaperone on
the same trip. The student hours are then re-ranked for selection of chaperones for the
second trip. In this manner, if a band booster has worked a significant number of hours
above what is typical, they may serve as a chaperone for both trips.

If a second trip is not known at the time that chaperones for the first trip are contacted,
then an opportunity to chaperone the second trip will still be determined by a re-ranked
list of student hours worked (subtracting lowest chaperone hours for first trip from all the
chaperones serving on the first trip) even though there was no initial opportunity to
indicate preference.

More than two overnight trips in a school year will be handled in a similar manner.
Partial Band, Special Events

Partial band, special events include things such as All State East, All State, etc.
Chaperones will be selected in a similar manner to the above giving preference to
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parents/guardians of senior, junior, sophomore, and freshman students in that order as
well as following the general guidelines for selection of chaperones.

Chaperone Payments

Depending upon the event, chaperones may be asked to pay the full costs, partial costs, or
no cost for chaperoning. Trip charges will be determined by the Executive Board and
communicated to the chaperone chairperson(s). For full band overnight trips, chaperones
generally pay one-half the double occupancy room rate for the trip. For partial band
events (e.g. drum line, winter guard, All State East, All State, etc.), chaperones may be
asked to pay part or all of the costs for the trip.

Chaperones are generally expected to share rooms (double occupancy), but it is not
appropriate to assign more than two chaperones to a two-bed hotel room.

Finances

Hourly System

WHY? The Sullivan South Band receives no financial support from the school system.
Therefore, the funding and smooth operation of the band depends largely upon the
participation and cooperation of the parents. We realize that all of our families are
extremely busy, but we need your help. In order to provide transportation to games and
competitions, maintain and clean uniforms, buy music, pay instructors, pay competition
fees, repair school owned instruments, and the many other expenses of the band we must
work to support our students.

HOW? In order to divide the workload more equitably, each band family is asked to
volunteer in some capacity. This can be achieved in a variety of ways—working fund
raisers, serving on committees, chaperoning, transporting and setting up band equipment,
helping with uniforms, working concessions at football games, or in many other ways.
There are so many things that need to be done, that there will always be a way for your
family to work the number of needed hours. We ask each family to work a total of 60
hours each year. If your student participates in marching season only, then the number of
hours would be 30. If your student participates in concert season only, then the number of
hours would be 30. Relatives and friends can work your student’s hours if there are
conflicts with parents” schedules (workers must be in high school or older). If you are
unable to complete your required number of hours, you are required to pay the balance of
your hours at the end of the school year at the current minimum wage rate. The Hourly
Registrar records actual hours worked. In the spring of the year a letter will be sent to
your family stating hours worked and any balance due.

Hours are not carried over from year to year. Volunteer hours are needed each year. If the
band does not take a trip one year, a record will be kept on the number of hours worked
for a two year time period to determine chaperon selections for a trip year.

Fundraising

Fun Fest

In the middle of July of each year, South, Central, and Volunteer Band Boosters work
approximately 1200 hours each during this ten-day event. The profit from the
concessions is divided equally among the schools provided the assigned hours are
worked. There are a variety of jobs that are to be done during Fun Fest. You can sign up
to work in the Storeroom (located in the back of the Civic Auditorium) where you could
be setting up tables and food at trailer and tent sites, making hot dogs, to grinding ice.
You can also sign up to work the tent or trailer sites. You could be working drinks, taking
money, or working food. Students and family members that are high-school age or older
may sign up to work.

Ballgame Concessions

The Band Boosters receive the profits from the home concession stand for the Varsity,
Junior Varsity and Freshman football games. Varsity games are typically on Friday
nights; however depending on the school calendar can also be on Thursday nights.

Junior Varsity games are on Monday evenings and Freshman games are on Thursday
evenings. Workers are typically asked to report around 5:30 p.m. Band students are
encouraged to work the Junior Varsity and Freshman games. Freshman parents may not
want to sign up for the first Varsity game so they have an opportunity to see their child on
the field for the first time. Senior parents should not sign up for the last home game, as
this is usually Senior night.

Fruit Sales

The band fruit sale is a major fundraiser. Orders for Florida citrus, sold as large and small
boxes, will be taken in the fall. The fruit will be delivered to the school in late November,
or early December. Each student receives credit (never cash), for a percentage of his/her
sales. This credit is applied toward the student reserve account. It is possible for a band
student to completely pay for his/her trip through the fruit sale. The remaining percentage
of sales goes to the band’s general fund.

In addition to the above there will possibly be other fund raisers announced through out
the year. Each one is important in helping to fund all of our band activities!

Student Reserve Funds

The student reserve fund was established to provide a way for band students to earn
money to help pay for the cost of summer band camp or band trips.
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This account remains active until the student graduates or leaves Sullivan South High
School. Any remaining balance may be transferred to an immediate family member
(brother or sister) or designated to go to an existing fund (such as Scholarship,
Equipment, Concessions, Uniforms, Travel Reserve, etc.) If no preference is indicated,
the Board will make the determination. There are no cash refunds (this is county policy).
The fruit sale is the main fundraiser where credit is applied to this reserve.

Scholarship Award

Each year the Band Booster Association awards a $500 scholarship to an outstanding
senior. Applications are handed out in the spring. To be eligible, the following
requirements must be met:

1. Must be a senior in good standing

2. Must be enrolled in band at Sullivan South

3. Must intend to be enrolled in a Performance Band music class for fall semester of

college
4. Application must be completed and postmarked no later than the deadline date
5. Must be interviewed by Scholarship Committee

Selection is based on a point system that includes the following criteria:

1. Participation

2. Honors

3. Academics

4. Need

5. Interview
This scholarship will be awarded to the recipient at the end of the fall college semester
upon receipt of grades showing that a Carnegie Credit has been received. A copy of the
grades must be presented to the current Executive Board before payment is made.

Senior Scrapbooks

Each year at the Spring Banquet, the senior band students are given a scrapbook that
contains articles, books, and pictures of their past four years in band. The Band Booster
Association provides a scrapbook for each senior parent to work on with any pictures that
have been turned in to them.

Each family is expected to provide one role of
35mm, 400-speed film (Fuji or Kodak.)
